2022 TEC Annual Report – Overview
TEC continues to grow in a positive way.  I am very proud of this board’s positivity and ability to continually improve our great club; the world of numismatics has changed greatly since our club’s inception in 1965. Every board member has worked seamlessly behind the scenes.  Of course, our members have also proved to be supportive and have contributed greatly with articles, continued membership, and recruitment, amongst numerous other activities. 
Below is a short high-level summary of the board reports between 7/2021 through 7/2022. I encourage members to read each board member’s full report for additional information.
· Membership – continues to rise.  2021 membership was 611 members, 2022 is 670.  We have members from 48 of the 50 states, as well as Canada, Mexico, the United Kingdom and China.
· TEC News – Four high quality quarterly issues were produced and mailed out in a team effort.
· Website - TECnews.org metrics shows that the website has had 9.67k page impressions and 22,706 page views, 13,095 unique visits, 11,534 first time views and 1,561 returning visits.  Katie has continued to work with George Yaco monthly to update new machine listings posted to the site and as well as updating the TEC back issues index.
· TEC Facebook Group – created in 2018, our FB group has increased in popularity to 1,400 members (1,100 members in 2011).  Please note, not all participants are actual TEC Members, but we do encourage them to join. One of the most knowledgeable smashed penny sites on FB due to our members.
· Elongated Coin Shows/Meets - Since the 2021 World’s Fair of Money, TEC has been represented at the January 2022 FUN Show and the 2022 Money Show.  Other elongated venues have been created these mini meets; Colorado Springs, CO, Holly, MI., Knoebels Park, PA and HECH in Rockville, IN.
· Design Contest – The 2022 design contest was “Dream Vacation”. The contest had 33 qualified entries received. The number of entries was down from last year’s 50, but we did have a higher number of YN participants this year.
· TEC News EC’s – More than 10,000 elongateds went out to the TEC members.
· 1st Annual Coloring Contest – In an effort to provide more content for our younger YN’s, TEC has created a coloring contest.  Our newest board member, Vicky Bowser, will supervise this competition.
